Panorama 
Administrators now have a 
committee membership auditing 
tool ​ that allows them to produce a 
list and CSV file of all committee 
members from all recruitments. This 
will allow admins to discover any 
committee members that are being 
overused or overburdened with 
repeated committee duties.  
 
 

 
It was previously difficult to see the 
recruitment ad sources for all recruitments. 
Now that we have added a ​column for 
recruitment ad sources​ onto the Recruitments 
page, it will be much easier to see which ad 
sources are being utilized, and when compared 
against other columns, will allow users to 
determine which ad sources  are successfully 
bringing in diverse applicant pools . 

 
Recruitments 
 Specializations are a useful tool for 
narrowing and sorting applicant lists. In 
order to make this feature even more 
useful to analysts and committees, we 
implemented the ability to ​search by 
specialization ​. Now, typing a 
specialization in the search bar will 
produce a list of associated applicants.
