STUDY PLAN
Our certificate programs are designed to be flexible, allowing you the option to take one course per quarter. If choosing to complete 
the certificate, we recommend you get the most out of your experience by following the suggested completion path below.

PROGRAM ENTRY REQUIREMENTS
These courses are in lieu of the CSET exams. They are not test-prep courses. A requirement to join the program is verification of 
fluency in Spanish. This is verified by passing CSET World Languages Spanish III exam. 

Due to COVID-19 and limited exam offerings, you may begin the program pending your complete application and the submission and 
review of a 5-minute teaching lesson delivered entirely in Spanish. 

After you have passed the exam, your next step would be to enroll in the orientation course. EDUC X426.50 Orientation: Bilingual 
Authorization. This course is free, open year-round, and is a brief 40 minute PowerPoint presentation. An application is also 
required to start the program. You must apply and be accepted prior to enrolling in any further courses. The program application 
is ONLY available in the orientation course.
